After the program, we will have drawings for gift cards from various local businesses, as well as two 
backpacks full of emergency preparedness supplies.  You will want to be here! 

 

Aside from pizza, ice cream and light sticks, this meeting will be different from our regular 
meeting agenda.  It will be much more about getting to know one another, as well as launching the 
“Map Your Neighborhood” (MYN) program in Lowell, courtesy of the Everett Office of Emergency

Our goal is to spark some interest in learning more about the Map Your Neighborhood program:  What 
it is, why it is important and how we can make a social event out of learning more about it so as to 
better prepare for possible emergencies. 

  
As you all undoubtedly know, Lowell is situated on the Pacific Rim “Ring of Fire.”  Among the 

five active volcanoes in Washington, Snohomish County’s Glacier Peak is the fourth highest and the 
most remote.  In addition to volcanoes, Washington sports a number of fault lines that are subject to 
jolting the region from time to time, plus floods, fires, landslides and oil trains, etc.  The better 
prepared we are to deal with the effects of these potential dangers, the better off we will all be. 

 
 

NEXTDOOR.COM: As near as we can tell, NextDoor.com (ND) arrived in the Riverside 
Neighborhood around April, 2014.  Lowell’s activity seems to have started in May 2015.  Now, there 
are some 136 Lowell Neighbors signed up.  There can be no doubt that ND has had a tremendously 
positive impact on neighbor to neighbor interactions via social media in Lowell. It is less clear how it 
has affected face-to-face interactions.  We will be reaching out to try and get some ND activists to 
come to our September meeting and get acquainted, and maybe even involved with the Lowell Civic 
Association.
